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WebTrends CFO Resigns to Launch Radical BI “Upstart”

PORTLAND, OR – January 30, 2006 – After a successful 6-year run, Chief Financial Officer Tom Berkompas has decided to leave his position at WebTrends.

“WebTrends is a cutting-edge company and being in upper-level management there for the past six years has been a terrific, positive experience for me,” said Tom Berkompas as he moves to his new position with Portland-based Business Intelligence, Inc. (BII).  “When I saw the radical, ‘outside the box’ way BII has developed for handling live data from all kinds of disparate sources, I realized this young upstart of a software company is going to turn the world of Business Intelligence on its head.  I was staring a once-in-a-lifetime opportunity in the face…an opportunity to be on the ground floor of something that is going to be huge…​and I didn’t want to miss out on it.”

Business Intelligence, Inc. has created a buzz around the Portland area over the past few weeks as word is getting out about their low cost, “plug and play” software, which enables and empowers decision-makers in any organization to gather, manage and manipulate data from disparate data sources, instantly transforming it into useful information.

When he was originally hired as the Corporate Controller of WebTrends in February 2000, Tom Berkompas upgraded and enhanced the capabilities of the Finance and Accounting group to serve the needs of a company that grew from $8 million in revenues in 1998 to an annualized run rate of $80 million in 2000.

After the sale of WebTrends to NetIQ in March 2001, Berkompas was solely responsible for managing the financial health of the WebTrends business unit in Portland.  He focused on enhancing NetIQ’s business systems to provide more timely, accurate and useful information necessary to run an innovative, fast-paced software company.

In May 2005 NetIQ sold WebTrends to Francisco Partners and Berkompas took on the responsibility for all the financial, accounting and operational aspects of the company including human resources, IT and facilities.  As CFO, he rebuilt the entire Finance and Accounting organization from the ground up and was responsible for the selection and implementation of the systems needed (CRM, ERP, HR, Payroll, etc.) to run a software company poised for significant growth.

“The learning curve and implementation cycle for BII’s DataLinks product can literally be measured in minutes,” said Berkompas, “and there is no need for an army of consultants to maintain it.  With nothing more than just a basic acquaintance with Excel, corporate managers can now use this extremely powerful tool to get truly live data on the fly anytime they want it, as often as they want it…and without having to bother their IT departments. This software is so revolutionary and represents such a major paradigm shift in the way data will be handled from here on out, I just had to get involved.  The Business Intelligence industry is never going to be the same,” Berkompas exclaimed.

A 20-year veteran in the technology industry, Berkompas spent 10 years with Price Waterhouse in the Silicon Valley and Portland prior to joining WebTrends in February 1999.  He joins his former WebTrends colleague, Scott Thompson, in the launch of Business Intelligence, Inc.
